A former ballerina, and current
simger-songwriter lakes her tines to
The Burren stage May 7 at 8p.m.

Theresa Storch's songs have
been heard nation-wide since she be-
gan playing, performing and com-
posing fust nine years ago.

In December 2004, Storch
came out with a live album, "Live
~ For Now” with the help of
© Somervilie's TNot Records (pro-
nounced "seven note records,” witha
long "o"). The album consists of de-
mo recordings and live radio show
segments Storch played over 2004,
mastered by Dana White. Storch
considers these "songs I was going to
record later {more fully produced
with other instruments, vocals, ete.]
capiured live." According o Storch,
she just "needed to gef the songs
out.” Storch's unaffected, straightfor
ward styhe i3 refreshing and bold. In
this CT, she is simply herself, un-
" abashed, setting out what she thinks
about a variety of topics with her
strong vocals and energetic guitar
style.

Hailing originally from Omaha,
Nebraska, Storch grew up studying
baliet and then engineering at The
Cotorado Scheol of Mines. Her
school happened 1o be by Red Rocks
Asmnphitheatre. She related simply, "1
got addicted to going to shows.” At
the time, she said she had "songs in
[her} head but could rot really play.”
While in school she performed for
five years with the Boulder Ballet.

After graduation, yeaming for
self-expression to create music,
Storch earolled in a class for getting
gver the fear of perfgrming as a solo
%}ocafi:s'i. * Every class consisted of
performing songs on a stage with
lighting and a piano. She realized
"God 1 love this!”

The rest is history. Storch
moved to Boston for the music scene
{which happily coihcided with an en-
gineering/software job that had flex-
ible Hours enabling her to pursue her
music), She started doing open mics,
the first of which in Massachusetts
was at The Burren in the Summer of
1999. She refated that she "finally

found what I wanted o do with my
life."

Storch's goal is "to inspire peo-
ple to do what they love—because
life is too short not s0.”

Locally, Storch has graced Chub
Passim, Foad, The Lizard Lounge,
Johnny D’s, the Nameless Coffee-
house, Perks in Norwood and
Waltham's Skellig, with her pres-
ence, just fo name a handful. She has
also featured at Swallow HiH in Den-
ver, CO, Uncommon Ground in
Chicago, [Mlinois, Anderson Faire in
Houston, TX, and other well-known
venues spanning California to
Maine. Her festivals include the
Sundance Fim Festival, Flatrock
Masic Festival (NC) and the Rocky
Mountain Folk Festival, in which she
placed in the top 25 singer-songwrit-
ers. In 2003, Storch was part of
Boston's Best Singer-Songwriter
Showcase.
